	-A mission was undertaken to Sierra Leone upon request from ICRC and IFRC Sierra Leone delegation to assist Sierra Leone Red Cross to initiate PHAST activities. 25 staff of the Sierra Leone Red Cross were trained on PHAST and are expected to conduct similar branch level training across the 13 branches of the NS.  A request was made for the WatSan software officer to become the focal point for the NS in relation to WatSan software activities. A follow up mission will be undertaken mid 2006 to review what has been undertaken. 

-RDRT deployment to assist CRT manage and implement WatSan component of Eastern Chad Refugee Operation for 5 months. Initiated host community WatSan activities for 14 villages around the Refugee camps.

Handed over the operation WatSan activities from IFRC to French Red Cross and oriented incoming delegates on the O & M of the activities.
- Technical support by RDN to WatSan coordinator to incorporate the WatSan software component into the on going Tsunami hardware related activities. 

Trained Federation staff and the PNS staff undertaking WatSan activities on the PHAST methodology and how to incorporate PHAST activities in their on going Tsunami related activities.
- Organised and conducted regional workshop for PHASTER (PHAST in emergency) under the Tsunami operation. Participants drawn from 11 countries

(except Eritrea ,Madagascar and Mauritius ) from the Eastern Africa  region were trained on how to implement hygiene promotion during emergencies. A tailored approach to supporting National societies in the implementation of Tsunami plans will be adapted. Those countries which have not yet done PHAST will be assisted to conduct country level training workshops and later be encouraged to incorporate PHASTER as a software component to their WatSan response /preparedness plans. The other countries will be supported to introduce PHASTER in their WatSan programming.
