HANDOUTS: 

- 1 Catalogue or packing list of equipment per participant 
LOCATION: Sufficient flat area to open all the boxes and to display the equipment on the ground. 
PRACTICAL DESCRIPTION: The participants divided into smaller groups have their first contact with the equipment. They try to identify the contents of the boxes by following the content list of each box and the catalogue or parking list which is handled to them prior to the practical. 
It is not advisable to take out the equipment from the boxes by the participants in order to avoid later problems regarding losses or bad parking. However, if there is sufficient time and personnel, the training organizers can take all or part the equipment out of the boxes and leave it on the ground to facilitate its identification by the participants. 
Another option is that each group is responsible of one or several boxes take the equipment out and leave it on the ground. This can lasts half an hour. During the following hour the groups have a look around the boxes identifying the equipment. The last half hour is used to carefully put the equipment inside the boxes by the same groups that took the equipment out. 
There must be present in this practical as many trainers and assistants as possible in order to answer the questions pose by the participants. 
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
