General Debriefing
The debriefing is as essential at the end of the delegate's assignment, as the briefing was at the beginning.

It helps assess whether operational objectives have been achieved.

Like the Final Report (End-of-Mission Report), it contributes to the Federation's institutional memory. It contributes to a satisfactory conclusion of an assignment.
