ü Correct and impartial personal and         

institutional conduct 

ü Operational planning and constant 


monitoring of the situation

ü New delegates should always receive a detailed security briefing

& Make sure that you know the threats you are facing and use your awareness to reduce those threats!

& Situation awareness - Good situation awareness will allow you to anticipate problems, and avoid them

G Always follow Security Procedures






- make sure you know them

G Discuss security with team members

G Always report changes in the area

G When feeling insecure - STOP - and if necessary turn back - DO NOT take chances

Personal

DO:

ü Do know your delegations security rules & regulations, incl. it's emergency plan

ü Do keep the delegation informed of your whereabouts at all times

ü Do share information and listen to other delegates

ü Do have a first aid kit and know how to use it

ü Do anticipate threats and react calmly

ü Do carry Federation ID on you at all times

ü Do respect security rules and curfews

ü Do respect local laws, habits and traditions

ü Do always feedback/report from trips or incidents to the HoD

ü Do plan your movement and obtain updated security information on the area 

DON`T:

ü Don`t panic under threat

ü Don`t take risks

ü Don`t use camera without permission

ü Don`t provoke situations

ü Don`t loos your integrity and become a part of the community

“Security is your responsibility”

RADIO:

DO:

ü Do carry when possible a functioning radio with you at all times - keep your battery charged

ü Do remember emergency channels and contact numbers

ü Do use radio discipline and stick to procedures

ü Do repeat your message and speak slowly and clearly

ü Do respect emergency communication

ü Do report your movement accordingly to procedures

ü Do remember that a radio as such will not increase your security, only the proper use of it will

DON`T:

ü Don`t misplace your radio

ü Don`t make unnecessary or lengthy calls

ü Don`t lend your radio to anyone except your colleague

ü Don`t shout in the radio when transmitting

ü Don`t ever send sensitive information

”Always keep a high personal security awareness”

VEHICLE:

DO:

ü Do follow the Driving Rules & Regulation

ü Do check your car before leaving

ü Do inform about all your movement

ü Do always wear seat belt

ü Do respect traffic rules and speed limits

ü Do when ever possible use a local driver 

ü Do stop at check points or when ordered / threatened

DON`T:

ü Don`t drive alone  or at night

ü Don`t drive if you have been drinking alcohol

ü Don`t leave your car unlocked anywhere anytime

ü Don`t resist robbery

ü Don`t drive if your tired, sick or taking strong medications

ü Don`t take up hitchhikers

ü Don`t accept weapons in the car

Know the threats you are facing and use your awareness to reduce those threats

HOUSE:

DO:

ü Do know your neighbourhood and neighbours

ü Do keep all doors and windows locked

ü Do have outside lights on

ü Do have your emergency kit prepared at all times

ü Do check that communication to delegation or delegates is working

ü Do have emergency numbers always available

ü Do stay ex telephone directory

ü Do think Fire Safety

DON`T:

ü Don`t invite strangers to your house

ü Don`t inform strangers where you live

ü Don`t have your name or Federation sticker at your door

ü Don`t employ house staff without checking their background

ü Don`t resist robbery

ü Don`t select your house based on comfort and facilities but based on security

          REMEMBER
Give up everything rather that your life

Don`t do anything to put yourself or others at risk

Never release information that could make you, your colleagues or the Federation a target

Do keep calm and cool at all time

Think twice and act once

Have a nice, safe and secure mission
