PROGRAM SUMMARY:
From June 2001, IRC began providing water and sanitation services to 85 schools in Baucau and Viqueque districts.  This is a one-year project with an expected completion date of 30th September 2002.  IRC is seeking an Environmental health manger to train and manage a team of five health and hygiene workers responsible for establishing Water Source Committees in 85 communities and conducting hygiene education in 85 primary schools.  The Water Source Committees (WSC) will be responsible for ultimate management and maintenance of the water systems in the community. The current manager has developed most of the training materials and about 40% of the WSC have been trained. 

RESPONSIBILITIES:
· Supervise a team of five hygiene promotion officers.

· Implement, monitor and evaluate the school hygiene education and water source committee component of IRC's project in Baucau and Viqueque.

· Manage a project work-plan for establishing and training 85 Water Source Committees and conducting hygiene education in 85 schools.

· Manage training plans for school hygiene education and water source committees.

· Manage training materials appropriate for workshops.

· Train local staff on hygiene education, presentation and teaching techniques, community development strategies and development and training of water source committees.

· Meet with local community leaders and school headmasters on a routine basis.

· Manage day-to-day scheduling of hygiene staff and monitor individual performance.

· Develop an evaluation tool in order to measure program effectiveness.

· Liase with the East Timorese District Education Office and District Water and Sanitation Service (WSS) Office.

· Coordinate activities with IRC Technicians responsible for construction of water and sanitation systems in the communities and schools.

· Write reports and develop a follow-on proposal for hygiene promotion.

· Identify needs in the districts through continuous data collection for future funding using.

· Attend sector coordination meetings for all partners working in the sector.
