PRACTICAL DESCRIPTION: 
This practical takes place after the presentation “Flocculation and Chlorine control. Jar test”. One group of 5 participants carries out the practical in front of the course. 
The practical takes place following the handout “Jar test procedure”. Once the first part of the practical has concluded, and during the 30 minute sedimentation time, the facilitator provides the presentation “Water treatment processes”.
